Reimbursement Guidelines 

Anesthesia provided by the surgeon is included in the global allowance for the surgical procedure.  No additional 
allowance is made for the use of modifier 47. 

Separate reporting for moderate conscious sedation services (CPT codes 99151-99152) is allowed when provided 
by same physician performing a medical or surgical procedure. Separate reimbursement for moderate conscious 
sedation depends upon whether or not the fee allowance for the claim is based upon a 2017 or later fee schedule, 
and which surgical codes are reported.  For more information, see “Moderate (Conscious) Sedation.” Moda Health 
Reimbursement Policy Manual, RPM048. 

The use of modifier 47 does not bypass any bundling or clinical editing. 

Modifier 47 is considered invalid when appended to CPT codes describing anesthesia services (00100-01999).
